トヨタのフィリピントヨタ労組（ＴＭＰＣＷＡ）との団体交渉拒否、組合員２３３名の解雇、フィリピン政府への撤退の脅し、ＴＭＰＣＷＡの団体交渉権剥奪、御用組合との労働協約締結などの全てが組合つぶしを目的としており、フィリピン法、ＩＬＯ条約、国際人権規約、そしてＯＥＣＤ多国籍企業ガイドラインに違反している。だが、トヨタは２００３年のフィリピン最高裁判決、同年以来数次にわたるＩＬＯ勧告、２００６年国際金属労連（ＩＭＦ）の反トヨタキャンペーンなどにもかかわらず、フィリピンアロヨ政権と日本政府の庇護の下でＴＭＰＣＷＡに対する執拗な攻撃を続けている。私たちは、こうした攻撃に対してＴＭＰＣＷＡの被解雇者、現役労働者がさらに団結固め、闘いを継続していることに最大限の敬意を表明するものである。
今、アロヨ政権とトヨタはTMPCWAの組合事務所と同じ街区に第２０２歩兵旅団の分遣隊を送り込むなど明らかにTMPCWAを軍事的圧力で押しつぶそうとしている。この攻撃は先のネスレ労働組合委員長の政治的な暗殺と同様のものであり、ネスレ、日産などに代表される多国籍企業で広汎に行われている労働組合つぶしの一環とみなさなければならない。アロヨ政権は多国籍企業と結託して今南タガログ労働運動を軍事的圧力で押しつぶすための次の一歩を踏み出したのかもしれない。むろん、合法的な組合に対する軍隊による圧力は民主主義的な国家では決して認められない。アロヨ政権とトヨタのこの新たな攻撃は、彼らへの国際的な包囲の広がりに対する焦りを示すものである。
私たちはあなた方が地域の仲間と連帯してこの困難に立派に立ち向かい跳ね返すことを信じている。私たちは常に君たちと一緒にある。一緒に世界の労働者・市民の力でこのアロヨ政権とトヨタの攻撃を打ち破ろう。

Do Not Surrender the Military Pressure by the AroyoGovernment and Toyota;
Let Us Win the Start of Collective Bargaining and the Withdrawal of Illegal Dismissal of 233 Workers !
Such acts done by Toyota as refusal of collective bargaining negotiationwith the union TMPCWA, the mass dismissal of as many as 233 members of it, threatening the Philippine government by possible pull-out from the country, depriving TMPCWA of the right to bargaining, and entering into a collective bargaining agreement with the company-dominated yellow union; All of these were done with the aim of union busting against TMPCWA, in violation of the law of the land in the Philippines, the conventions of the International Labor Organization (ILO), the International Covenants on Human Rights, and the OECD Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises.  Nevertheless, despite all such things as the decision of the Philippine Supreme Court rendered in 2003, the ILO recommendations issued several times since then, and the anti-Toyota campaign launched by International Metalworkers Federation (IMF) in 2006, Toyota is still persistently continuing its attacks upon TMPCWA under the protective wings of the Aroyogovernment and the Japanese government.  In this situation, duly noting the fact that the illegally dismissed workersof TMPCWA together with its member workers working inside Toyota are further continuing their struggle in their much stronger solidarity, we would like to express our highest respect for them all.
With the recent deployment of a detachment of the 202nd Infantry Brigade of the Philippine Armed Forces in the same BarangayPulong where the union office of TMPCWA is located, it is clear that the Aroyo government and Toyota are now attempting to crash down TMPCWA by applying military pressure.  This attack is in the same stream as the political killing of the former union president of Nestle, and thus must be regarded as being another form of union-busting that is now widely prevailing in multinational companies, typically represented by Nestle, Nissan, etc. It seems that the Aroyo government has, in connivance with multinational companies, chosen to make a new step forward to forcibly crashing down the lawful trade union movement in the Southern Tagalog Region by militarization.  Needless to say, any control over lawful trade unions by armed forces is never permissible in a democratic country.  In another sense, this new attack by the Aroyo government and Toyota could be seen as showing their desperate impatience as the international network surrounding them getting larger and wider.  
We firmly believe that you will, hand in hand with the people in the community, bravely confront with this hardship and winningly overcome it.  We always remain with you.  Let us break up together this attack by the arroyo government and Toyota with the power of workers and citizens in the world.
Condemn militarization by Toyota and the Aroyo government!
Call on Toyota to start collective bargaining and withdraw its illegal dismissal of 233 workers!
Let us launch a successful global campaign against Toyota, the Aroyogovernment and the Japanese government! 
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
